BEFORE SERVICING AND REPAIRING

SAFETY STARTING

* Do not start the engine by shorting across starter
terminals or bypassing the safety start switch.

» Do not alter or remove any part of machine safety
system.

+ Before starting the engine, make sure that all shift
levers are in neutral positions or in disengaged
positions.

* Never start the engine while standing on ground.
Start the engine only from operator’s seat.

SAFETY WORKING

* Do not work on the machine while under the influence
of alcohol, medication, or other substances or while
fatigued.

* Wear close fitting clothing and safety equipment
appropriate to the job.

Relieve
pressure before disconnecting hydraulic or fuel lines.
Tighten all connections before applying pressure.

AVOID FIRES
